Sami Modiano and Piero Terracina are just two boys when they first
meet in the Nazi camp at Birkenau in 1944.

Eighty
years on from the Nazi sweep of Rome’s Jewish quarter comes one of
the most moving stories of the Italian Shoah, in an emotional graphic
novel.

ERNESTO ANDERLE was bornin Milan in 1984, where he attended
the Brera Accademia di Belle Arti. Following a short period in London,
he settled in Trento and joined the artistic and cultural movement
“Giovani Artisti”. His work spans various disciplines including drawing,
painting, sculpture and animation.

EMANUELE DI PORTO was only twelve years old when he escaped
the raids in the Rome ghetto and the concentration camps thanks to
his mother’s courage and the determination of those who refused to
buckle under the mindlessness of the Nazi project.
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
